But when the Pharisees saw this, they asked his disciples, ‘Why 
does your teacher eat with such scum?’   (Matthew 9: 11, NLT) 
 
You blind Pharisee!...’What sorrow awaits you teachers of 
religious law and you Pharisees. Hypocrites! For you are like 
whitewashed tombs—beautiful on the outside but filled on the 
inside with dead people’s bones and all sorts of impurity.’

Why worry about a speck in your friend’s eye when you have a 
log in your own?... First get rid of the log in your own eye; then 
you will see well enough to deal with the speck in your friend’s 
eye.          (Matthew 7:3-5, NLT 2nd Ed.)  
 

1- Be open to conviction 
 
Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my 
anxious thoughts. Point out anything in me that offends you, 
and lead me along the path of everlasting life.

Don’t go to war without wise guidance; victory depends on 
having many advisers.

2- Pursue relationships with those who 
are different than you. 
 
The Pharisees saw this and asked his disciples, ‘Why does your 
teacher eat with tax collectors and sinners?’  

(Matthew 9:11, GW) 
 
‘Look! The virgin will conceive a child! She will give birth to a 
son, and they will call him Immanuel, which means ‘God is with 
us.’                  (Matthew 1:23, NLT 2nd Ed.)  
 
Jesus replied, ‘You must love the LORD your God with all your 
heart, all your soul, and all your mind.’ This is the first and 
greatest commandment.  A second is equally important: ‘Love 
your neighbor as yourself.’ The entire law and all the demands 
of the prophets are based on these two commandments.
