3. I look in to see Jesus living inside me! 
 

Look closely at yourselves. Test yourselves to see if you are living 
in the faith. You know that Jesus Christ is in you—unless you fail 
the test.

Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my 
anxious thoughts. Point out anything in me that offends you and 
lead me along the path of everlasting life.

4. I look around and ask the Holy Spirit 
to use me! 

 

Give yourselves completely to God—every part of you . . . . to be 
used for his good purposes.    (Romans 6:13, TLB)

5. I look ahead to my future in faith!
